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BACKGROUND

Race and Ethnicity Awareness Programme (REAP) is a workshop designed by Raffles Instituition for
Experiential Learning (RIEL) and OnePeople.sg (OPSG) for upper- and post- secondary students to raise
their self awareness and enhance their social competencies in terms of diversity awareness, mindsets
and skills to interact and work in multi- ethnic settings.

The workshop adopts an activity-based and discussion-based approach to introduce concepts and create
understanding through exploration and experiential learning. REAP adopts an experiential

learning approach that raises participants’ self awareness and participants will familiarise themselves

with a simple social toolkit as a suggested approach to multi-ethnic engagement.

- Explore basic concept of race, ethnicity,
stereotyping, projection, prejudice and
Othering.

- Learn and appreciate a basic set of Do's and
Don’ts in multi-ethnic interaction.

- Raise awareness of personal orientations/
bias, sources of social influence on
perception, bias and stereotypes.

- Learn and practice the SAFE (Suspension of

Judgment, Ask and Learn, Fear the Worst and

Emphatise) approach to multi- ethnic

interaction.
